CIRCULAR TRANSFORMATION OF BUSINESS AS A DIRECTION FOR THE
DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC SYSTEM

The need to change approaches to the management of the socio-economic system,

which adapts to the conditions of integration and globalization of business, is justified

by the definition of strategic tasks regarding the preservation of market positions by the

business entity. At the same time, global competition, incentives for quality, the

introduction of innovative production and business technologies require the search for

new effective approaches and ways of doing business.
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The transformation of the economy is focused on the criteria of innovativeness,
socialization, on improving the structure of the economy, on improving the quality and
structure of reproduced national wealth.

Accelerating the rate of accumulation of highly intelligent human potential and
expansion of highly innovative technologies for the reproduction of fixed capital by
accelerating the development of the process of innovation is the main tool of the new
policy, which today all developed countries of the world have begun to implement,
accordingly, this poses new challenges to the home economy.

The circular transformation of business involves the transition to ecological
production and consumption and is the optimal direction of development. The basis of
this approach is the understanding of the circular economy, which is based on the
following basic aspects:

1) it is an economic system that provides for the achievement of sustainable
development through the creation of ecological quality, socio-economic prosperity for
the benefit of the nation;

2) it is a restorative, regenerative closed system where repair, reuse, recovery,
reconstruction and recycling take place, which leads to the minimization of input
resources, waste, emissions and energy leaks and forms a sustainable balanced system
due to integration;

3) it is a strategy aimed at reducing both the consumption of raw materials and the
release of waste by closing the economic and ecological loop of resource flows;

4) it is a way of economic growth, sustainable development of the economy.

Circular economy theories include the closed loop economy; industrial ecology;
natural capitalism; zero emissions; functional economy. Their implementation ensures a
more rational and longer use of the minimum numbers of resources; construction of new

business models, which confirms the expediency of circular business transformation.
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In the context of the formation of a circular economy model, large countries of the
European Union are directing their efforts to increase jobs in circular sectors of the economy.
By the member states of the European Union, the transition to a circular economy is
accompanied by the adoption of a number of regulatory and legal documents, in particular,
the Program of Actions of the European Union on Environmental Protection until 2020;
Commission messages to the European Parliament, the Council, the European Economic and
Social Committee and the Committee of the Regions. The Seventh EU Action Program is
aimed at transforming the EU into an inclusive and sustainable green economy.

The circular transformation of business involves the achievement of economic,
environmental and social effects. The economic effect is manifested in the growth of
reputational capital, the reduction of the resource intensity of production, as well as the
reduction of disposal costs; obtaining additional profit from the sale of waste. The
ecological effect, first of all, consists in the use of renewable raw materials and
materials, as well as the reduction of emissions that pollute the atmosphere, water and
soil; preservation of natural ecosystems. The social effect consists in the creation of new
jobs in the field of waste processing and recycling logistics; reduction of social tension
due to the development of new consumption models.

Therefore, the development of the socio-economic system thanks to the circular
transformation of business must be supported by the state through a number of
measures. In particular, the improvement of the regulatory framework for waste
management to increase part of their use as secondary resources; stimulation through
programs, subsidies, benefits of the process of collecting secondary resources and the
use of secondary raw materials.

This will ensure the mobilization of industry for the circular economy and the
effectiveness of the program indicators of the state policy of supporting the circular
economy on the basis of reverse logistics in the perspective of sustainable functioning of

the national socio-economic system, taking into account investment risks.
